At the beginning of each school year, students make application to
enter the Cottage Hill Student Leadership Institute (CHSLI). CHSLI stu-
dents maintain transcripts in order to keep up with their development.
This system of accountability is based on credits received, participation
in various activities, and service opportunities. As students accumulate
credits, they become eligible to participate in opportunities like the
Student Leadership University program that takes place each summer
and build a solid resume for college applications and scholarships. Last
year, CHSLI students were awarded scholarships totaling over $125,000
at universities throughout the country.

Students in CHSLI are afforded a variety of leadership develop-
ment opportunities throughout the year. These opportunities are local,
national, and international in scope. CHSLI students have opportunities
to be taught and mentored by local business professionals. They partici-
pate in “Leadership Rocks” each year with other students from around
the Southeast. CHSLI students have been invited to participate in one
of the largest leadership training conferences in the nation. Don't miss
this incredible opportunity to get a look at events like “Leadership
Rocks”, “Chick-Fil-A University”, and “Student Leadership University”
at Cottage Hill Christian Academy.
